We Promote Peace, Reconciliation, And Healing.

The Community of Christ has prided itself in the
knowledge that we are a church without a specific creed or
dogma. This means we don’t have a specific set of dogmatic
statements to which we must correctly answer to be considered
‘orthodox’ members. We have some basic beliefs, such as belief
in Jesus Christ. However, we are pretty non-specific about
defining beliefs rigorously.

This can sometimes make us appear to a curious outsider
as though we believe in anything or nothing. However, the church
does have a set of beliefs that we call Core Values. These values
do a good job of describing what members of the Community of
Christ believe. This four-part series describes our four Core
Values.

Value Four: We Promote Peace, Reconciliation, And Healing.
The peaceable community of love we are called to live out is one
which restores all of creation into oneness with our creator.

Our call is to be the cause of a peaceable community we
call Zion. Zion is the name of the kingdom we pray for in the
Lord’s prayer ... “thy kingdom come, on earth as it is in heaven.”
This community will behave in response to the need to seek
peace.

Peace requires that the separated, polarized, and
adversarial will be reconciled — with each other, with God, and
with all creation. Reconciliation implies fixing that which is broken
and is a critical element to healing. Reconciliation realigns us
with God'’s design and purposes.

Healing brings persons to a right relationship with our
Creator, God and the intent and purpose to which we were
created. Healing might include physical wellness, but it must
always include spiritual wholeness and wholesomeness.

We promote peace, reconciliation and healing among all
creation because Jesus taught us how all creation is deeply
loved by God that we are designed from the beginning to be part
of God’s kingdom.

Everything we do is built on the fact that Jesus Christ was
sent by God to provide for our salvation and restore us to right-
living with our Creator’s purpose.
