Coastal Bend Mission Center Council

Shenandoah's three pastors attended a leadership session for all
Coastal Bend Mission Center pastors at the Houston Pasadena Congregation
on Saturday, August 18. Although there were about a dozen agenda items
that were reviewed by the group, several of them are worth mentioning in this
article so that Shenandoah Congregation will be informed.

Some time ago our Mission Center leadership team (Mark Euritt and
Ron Sauer) were asked to take on the workload of the Heart of Texas Mission
Center. This enabled Heart of Texas to shut down a rented office and save on
expenses; however, it has, as one would imagine, put a big workload strain on
Mark and Ron. After discussion on Saturday, our group suggested that more
clerical support be employed to free up these men to do other tasks. With our
encouragement they decided to petition World Church for more funds for office
help. We, as a group, were also asked our opinion on merging the two
mission centers; it was our consensus that we prefer our smaller mission
center and want to keep the two groups separate.

When we participate in the Disciples Generous Response we are, in a
small way, exhibiting our response to God's love for us, even though we
realize we can never repay our creator for the gift of life. That each of us
expresses thanks, recognizes the bounty God has provided, and responds
back in love is a major item of preordination requirements. Contribution of
Mission Tithes is an expectation for all priesthood in the church and should
include both local support and World Ministries support.

We discussed Youth Worker Registrations and how our church's stand
on this issue should be viewed as very healthy by our members as well as
outsiders. At Sionito youth camps this year, camp help
(counselors/counselors-in-training) were sent home if they did not have on file
(or bring with them) a completed form. So if you are asked to fill out a form, it
is because there is not one on file for you and it is now a requirement for all
priesthood members\ordinands. Ordinations will not be approved for anyone
that is not a registered youth worker. Carol Deane will be reviewing
Shenandoah files to determine what forms we lack.

Inactive priesthood members should be reviewed annually to determine
their commitment to their calling. Inactivity for an extended period of time
should result in 2release® either voluntary or involuntary. We share with the
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Mission Center and the World Church, the belief that one cannot adequately &' # () *( +

minister to the congregation from a foundation of inactivity. Priesthood need to
be active participants in congregational life to truly provide ministry to the
congregation.
